al. Fitting tools required include @4mm drill a2, Mark position as outlined in step 8 (over a3. Screw in brass inserts until flush with
bit, star point serewdriver leaf). Drill @dmm haole to depth of 10mm timber surface

ad, Push cord knot into brass insert, push grammet Continue as for PVC frames
into brass insert, aligning groove to cord from step 11 (over leaf)
